Adopt-a-Stream: 5,000 Pounds and Counting

  
This year, stream stewards have taken in record hauls of trash, tires and recyclable materials.  Several groups around the region staged cleanups that each netted hundreds- and sometimes thousands- of pounds of trash.
  
GMR Riversports and Loveland Canoe and Kayak hosted public cleanups on the Great and Little Miami Rivers, respectively, that made a huge improvement in the apearance of their sections of the river.  On the Little Miami, one prize-winning item was a full-size hot tub abandoned on the bank years ago, while the Great Miami, GMR volunteers filled a dumpster with 3,600 lbs of scrap iron.  The junk was recycled and the proceeds returned to conservation work on the Great Miami.  Both liveries have run these cleanups for a few years, and now partner with RU's Adopt-a-Stream program, which assists in providing equipment, logistical support, and publicity for groups that want to make an impact on a specific stretch of river or stream. 

                    
 
Other large cleanups were conducted on the Great and Little Miami by Adopt-a-Stream stewards from MillerCoors, Stantec, Kleingers and Associates, Benchmark Outfitters, Buckeye United Fly Fishers and many more.
