Water Quality Monitoring Now Running in the lower Great Miami Watershed 


On March 20th and April 17, volunteers gathered at the Cincinnati Center for Field Studies to learn how to take and process water quality samples. These were the first of what will now be a monthly happenings on the lower Great Miami River watershed. On the third Saturday of each month, volunteers will collect and analyze water quality samples from a variety of sites on the lower Great Miami and its tributaries. It's all part of a collaborative effort between Rivers Unlimited, Friends of the Great Miami, University of Cincinnati and the Hamilton County Soil and Water Conservation District, in which citizens will take the lead role and collecting and documenting the water quality of the lower GMR.
