Update: Volunteer Water Quality Monitoring on the Lower Great Miami Watershed 
  

Thanks to a growing coalition of participants, the lower Great Miami River Watershed will soon benefit from consistent water quality data.  A pilot program to take monthly samples for a number of pollution parameters is now being developed.  Actual sampling will begin this spring.

 

The Great Miami River is currently lacking in high-quality, consistent data.   The OEPA needs this data to effectively evaluate the Great Miami's 
"beneficial use designation," and the corresponding "Total Maximum Daily Load" parameters for pollutants.  While current efforts have been started on other parts of the watershed (Butler County and Miami University are collaborating on a similar project), there is precious little data for much of Hamilton County.  Stay tuned for future updates.
